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It was a whole new ball game June 19, 2009 when MIRA Mobile Television, Inc. 
launched the latest addition to its HD fleet.  M9HD debuted during the Dodgers at 
Angels game in Anaheim.  The new 53’ trailer with 51’ expanding side is the sister 
truck to the very successful M7HD which went on the road in August of 2008. 
 
“We couldn’t be more proud of the quality of this truck’s engineering design and 
equipment configuration”, comments Frank Taylor, MIRA’s General Manager.  “Bill 
Duncan, MIRA’s Director of Engineering, and his engineering team took all the positive 
feedback on the performance of M7HD and then went a step further in their design of 
M9HD”. 
 
M9HD travels with 10 Sony 1550 HD cameras (7 hard, 3 handheld, wired for 16 
cameras), a wide selection of Fujinon lenses ranging from a 101x to six 88x and a 
number of EFP and wide angle lenses, a Kalypso HD switcher, Calrec Sigma mixer, and 
22 channels of EVS (wired for 30 channels). 
 
Following M9HD’s game for KCAL and the Dodgers, the truck went on to do WNBA in 
Phoenix and then returned to Los Angeles to do the red carpet show for BET’s telecast of 
the Black Entertainment Awards.  As with M7HD last year, M9HD will be doing a 
national college football package for ESPN this fall coupled with MIRA’s newly 
acquired B unit.
